Trams 13 and 17 will take you to the Jordaan, undoubt-
edly the most sung about, described and romanced town
district in Amsterdam. Started as a district for the poor,
today it is a favourite place for students, artists and young
professionals. Close to tram stop Westermarkt you'll find
the Anne Frank House, where she wrote her world-fa-
mous diary while hiding in occupied Holland. Trams 13
and 17 depart in front of Central Station on the "B" side.
